PMD organizes conferences, and is forming a a network among universities and colleges for the realization of the Millennium Development Goals. Professors for Millennium Development are a special group of Millennium Development Ambassadors who are standing hand in hand and supporting the United Nations’ dream for a better world for all.

Aims and Purposes

With a growing network of members from various fields of human endeavor, it is forming a broad network and providing links among scholars in all fields, and inspiring them to act to bring about development without borders. 

Aims and Purposes

PMD is awareness and action oriented initiative by Teachers Without Borders to respond to the globalization of the world's communication, transportation, and economy and in particular how to use these emerging opportunities to realize the MDGs. It aims to serve the creation of positive global values in education, which can help in realizing the MDGs. 
Professional Members 
Professional members of PMD are members of the academic community who are teaching or working in educational, research or policy institutions and who are already Millennium Development Ambassadors appointed by Teachers Without Borders or scholars who support the United Nations Millennium Declaration and the MDGs and hopes to become Millennium Development Ambassadors. 

Professional members participate in conferences and other programs, receive International Journal on Millennium Development, and receive periodic newsletters and reports of activities on the UN, MDGs and other related activities as well as establish Community Teaching and Learning Centers devoted to the MDGs and benefit from other activities of TWB to realize the MDGs. 

Supporting Members 
Supporting members of PMD are non-academics interested in community development at local, national or global levels and who provide financial or other support for the work of PMD. Supporting members who provide a minimum annual support of $120 may attend PMD activities as observers, receive International Journal on Millennium Development and receive discounts on PMD materials.
Academic 
PMD desires to promote the highest standards of academic excellence in its programs and to support the free exchange of knowledge and ideas and guide the society to the realization of the need to support and implement the MDGs formulated by the United Nations in local families, communities and nations. 

Interdisciplinary 
PMD recognizes that academic divisions along disciplinary, national, and cultural lines cause problems. In order for development to be achieved, no single field of research can alone provide adequate solutions. Therefore, scholars need to become “educators without borders” and work for development without borders. There is every need for partnership among scholars and between scholars and non-scholars to bring the realization of the MDGs as dividends of education for development.
Future Oriented 
PMD seeks to engender hope and practical strategies for the realization of the MDGs in order to create a better world by developing future scenarios for a better society. Scholars, who possess a wealth of information, can help to articulate realistic visions of development. 

Practical 
PMD chapters work on the most contemporary pressing problems of their own society, bringing the best knowledge available throughout the world to their own situations. They provide useful information and constructive strategies to social and political leaders of their own communities as well as serve in Millennium Development Councils/Committees/Commissions and help in convening and presiding during Community Gathering for Reading and Learning on Millennium Development Education.
